Anchor for

1 Mark the locations where the

mounts will be installed.Depending
on mounting surface and mounting
method pre-drill 1 hole for the
anchoring system. Example:
Concrete would need 1 pre-drilled V4*
hole to accept the concrete anchors.

2 Unscrew the rod mount Part (B) from the wall support (Part A). Drop
screw through (Part A) and drill to the wall. Once the wall support is firmly
placed thread rod mount ( Part B) tight onto the wall support (Part A).

3 Thread Rod Part (C) into Rod support Part (B). Check

Stability of the mounted rods. Remove the M4 set screw with a
M4 allen key from the panel grips (Part D) and slide them into
F e M4x6 Set Screw place on the rod and tighten set screws to keep in place.
